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J: Ms Earlywine, now to you.
Q: Thank you judge.  Please introduce yourself to the members of the jury and to the court.
A: Detective Michael Malinowski, Chicago Police Department, assigned to area 4.
Q: Could you tell us how you spell your last name, please?
A: M as in Mary, A-L-I-N-O-W-S-K-I. 
Q: You indicated you're employed the Chicago Police Department. How long have you been employed in that manner? 
A: I’ve been employed with the Chicago Police Department about 12 years. 
Q: Did you have any other law enforcement jobs before that?
A: That's correct. I was a Skokie police officer for about a year.
Q: What, have you received special training in the area of, in particular of DUI enforcement?
A: Yes.
Q: Could you tell us a little bit about that? 
A: Familiarization of SFTS 1997 when I went through the Chicago police academy as a Metro recruit. Again in 1998, going through Chicago Police Academy with the Chicago Police Department. In 2004 and 2005, the standardized field sobriety course through NHTSA and an instructor course. 
Q: Okay. You used a couple different acronyms here so I want to make sure we're all on the same page with what those SFSTs. What does that stand for, please? 
A: Those, standardized field sobriety tests.
Q: And NHTSA - National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Is that correct?
A: Yes ma’am.
Q: You also had some time where you actually worked in the academy training other officers. Is that right?
A: That’s correct.
Q: Did you train in the area of DUI detection?
A: Yes, ma’am.
Q: And you indicated you're currently assigned to the Detective Division. What are your typical duties as a detective?
A: Assigned to investigations.
